In the 18th and 19th
centuries the city was literally crowded by staplers
and salespersons. About fifteen foreign commercial
missions worked here. It was by that time that the city
saw the erection of so many buildings of marvelous
architecture — mansions, villas, public venues (thea-
tres, libraries, museums), and even an opera house!
Renowned writers and composers, scholars and art-
ists, painters and singers came to take rest at the Azov
seashore.

To connect with the bygone times and the living his-
tory, one may just stroll down the streets of this South
Russian city, see the local museums and the sights
that can be met at every corner, relax in the shade
of acacias in the quiet parks of Taganrog. We invite
you to come for an excursion along Alexandrovskaya
and Frunze Streets, one of the most notable places in
the historical center of Taganrog...
